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Humen Yu. Democratic Governance: the Nature, Content and Concept Approaches in
the Context of Modern Domestic Researchers

General approaches to defining and understanding of the essence of the category “democratic
governance” as complex and multi-stage process and the phenomenon of public administration were
elucidated in the article. Main achievements in understanding the process of democratic governance
by national researchers based on the analysis of achievements of American and European scientists
were substantiated. The essence of the approach to the definition of the category “state
administration” with taking into account the foreign and national experience was exposed.

We analyzed the main difficulties in formulating the content of this process and its scientific
establishment as a category of public administration. This survey offers its own conceptualization of
the concept “democratic governance”.

Ukrainian school of public administration examines the concept of “governance” as an integrated
system of scientific views on social development administration, reflecting paradigm changes in
theory and practice of state administration.

In particular, reorientation of state management system on human – as the highest goal of
understanding the state, as the main political institution of society, is conducted. Understanding of the
state – as the main political institution of the society, formed by the society and controlled by him, and
interpretation of social development management as the process of self-organization is also formulated.

National researchers worked at broad concept of democratic governance, taking into account
world progressive experience and the realities of the Ukrainian state formation through scientific
studies of system researches of American and European scientists. In particular they noted two
main approaches to the essence of the concept of “democratic governance”:
– “democratic governance” – as the concept of state (public) administration with definitions:

political governance, network governance, European governance, public governance, new
(public) governance and good (just) governance;
– “democratic governance” – as the process of interaction of public authorities and management

bodies, institutions of civil society and private sector in order to take common and considered
decisions in the context of effective state creation.
